Theory of Planned Behavior








Behavioral Beliefs





- Using condoms will keep me protected from STIs (+)�- Getting tested is only for people who have multiple sex partners (-)








Attitude toward Behavior


- I should use latex every time I am sexually active (vaginal, oral, and/or anal) (+)�- It is not important that I get tested for STIs (-)





Normative Beliefs


�- In some media entertainment such as movies and advertisements, condom usage is highly promoted (+)�- Some media downplays the importance of condom usage and encourages multiple sex partners (-)





Intention





- I intend to get tested early for STIs (+)�- I intend to use latex whenever I am sexually active (vaginal, oral, and/or anal)  (+)








Subjective Norm


- My doctor thinks it is important to use latex during all sexual behaviors (+)�- My friends think it is lame to use condoms (-)





BEHAVIOR





- I use latex when I am sexually active (+)�- I go get tested for STIs because I know I am at risk (+)





Perceived Behavioral Control


-I have the resources to get screened for STIs (+)


-As a female, I often do not have control over my partner’s latex use (-)�





Control Beliefs





-The availability of free condoms on campus allows easy access when needed (+)


-The lack of screening for STIs on campus makes it inconvenient to get tested (-) 





Actual Behavior Control


- I am able to go get regular screenings for STIs (+)


- I just can’t use condoms (-) �
